Requirements for a Major in Psychology, Interdisciplinary Concentration in Women’s Studies: 15 credits.  Psychology majors may elect an interdisciplinary concentration in Women’s Studies and include particular courses in the major and distribution requirements towards this concentration.  That is, the same courses can count towards both the major and the concentration, as well as distribution requirements and the concentration. Please note that distribution requirements do not count towards the major. Students must take their five courses in the concentration in at least two disciplines. It is recommended that students take an introductory course in Women’s Studies, such as WO/UR 103: Introduction to Women’s Studies or WO/PH 150: Women in Western Ideas. Each semester, the Women’s Studies program lists all the courses across departments that count towards the concentration. The list below indicates those classes that count towards the Psychology major and the Women’s Studies Concentration.
*Indicates courses that count only if they are cross-listed with Women’s Studies in a given semester. Other courses always count towards the concentration.
