ACADEMIC POLICIES
In order to receive a baccalaureate degree from WSC, you must complete 120 credits,

30 of which are residency requirements and must be completed at this College.

· 30 of the last 40 credits must be taken @ WSC

· more than half of credits earned toward your major(s) must be taken @ WSC

· more than half of credits earned toward minor(s) must be taken @ WSC

CREDIT OPTIONS

Pass/Fail: students may elect up to two (2) courses per semester and no more than eighteen (18) credits toward the baccalaureate degree on a pass/fail basis. Credits earned as pass/fail do not affect the GPA; grades of D- or above are converted to a Pass (P) and failing grades are recorded as F (rather than E). You may not apply this option to foundation requirements or courses required for your major or minor. Students must notify the Registrar's Office four weeks prior to the last scheduled day of class to elect courses pass/fail.

Independent Study:  each discipline offers students the opportunity to research a particular area of study not regularly offered as coursework. A formal contract (available in the Registrar's Office) is drawn up between the faculty member and the student. One to six (1-6) credits may be granted for one semester of such study; no more than 12 credits can be applied to the degree.

ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE

Academic Standing: class membership is based on the number of credit hours completed both @ WSC and in transfer; satisfactory academic progress (good standing) is defined by the GPA (grade point average) calculated to include credits completed @ WSC and in transfer and attempted @ WSC.
