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The Deals on Meals

Why would I sign up for a meal plan option if I
have an apartment?

The time that you use to shop, plan, cook, and clean up after your
meal could be used to study, spend time with your family, meet up
with friends, or just have fun. By getting a meal plan, you will free up
all that time to do things you enjoy.

If I don’t have a lot of time to eat, should I still
consider purchasing a meal plan?

Absolutely. Commuter meal plans were designed with the knowledge
that commuter students don’t have a lot of free time to sit down and
cat a meal. That is why Chartwells offers the flexibility of meals to go
and also allows you to catry over your meals from week to week.

What are the meal plan options?

You have the option of purchasing a variety of plans, which vary in
price. You can purchase a Dining Dollars plan or a Block Meal plan.
Dining Dollars are accepted like cash in all of the dining locations.
The card works on the same principle as a debit card, which you can
use for snacks, beverages, or even a meal. The Block Meal plan al-
lows you to purchase a number of meals throughout the semester.
This allows you to carry over a meal from week-to-week without
having to worry about how much money you have left on your card.

Is it true that I automatically pay for a $50
meal plan as a Freshman, Sophomore and/or
transfer student?

Yes! You are required to purchase a $50 meal plan each semester.
This is to encourage you to become part of the student community
in the Student Center. If you do not use your full $50, it will be
forfeited to Chartwells at the end of the year.
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Working Hard for your Money

The College employs many students in a variety of part-time
positions. The wages reflect the level of responsibility that is
required and therefore range depending on the position.

When you apply for financial assistance, it is determined whether
you qualify for Federal Work Study (FWS). If you have qualified,
you would have received notification and paperwork via mail in
mid-August. Included in this packet of information is a Work
Study Job Listing, which you can use to find employment.

If you do not qualify for FWS, institutional work study jobs are
available. Please refer to the WSC Student Handbook for a list of
offices that usually hire students. The Bookstore and Dining
Services also hire students for employment positions. If you are
interested in working off campus, please contact the Career
Services Office for job listings.

Getting Involved

To begin with, make sure you are looking with the right people. Best
friends are not always best roommates. Your group should sit down
and discuss your potential living situation even before you begin
looking.
Discuss the basics first:
Size of accommodation

Location of accommodation

Total rent that can be handled both individually and by the

group

Question of a furnished or unfurnished accommodation.
It is particularly important that prospective roommates have a frank
and open discussion of what they feel is important in a living situa-
tion and make plans to insure that certain problems are avoided.
Once you find that apartment create a written roommate agreement.

Safety When Living Off - Campus

e Lock your doors and windows at all times, even when
you are home.

e Do not automatically open the door when someone
knocks. Ask who is it. If you are hesitant about the
response do not open the door and keep it locked.

e Never let strangers in your home without proper
identification including maintenance and service repair
people.

e Make sure your smoke detectors are working, check
the batteries monthly.

o Make sure the parking lots are well lit.

e Leave an outside light on at night.

o Keep your valuables out of sight at all times.
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What do I need to do to sign up for a meal

plan?

1. You can go online at www.dineoncampus.com/wsc or you can
visit the Chartwells Office, 3rd Floor of the Student Center, to
fill out the appropriate form.

2. Get a student ID card, with a magnetic stripe on the back, from
OneCard Office.

3. Bring your card to the Chartwells Dining Service Office to have
the card activated.

4. Put money on your Dining Dollars Account on your OneCard.

What if I lose my meal/OneCard?

Report it immediately to Campus Police at (508) 929-8044 and then
contact the OneCard Office (in the Administration Building) to en-
sure that your card has not been used. The OneCard Office can issue
you a new card for a $25 fee.

What do I do if my Dining Dollars run out?

You can view your outstanding balance on your dining receipt or
print out a statement from the Cash Management Center (CMC)
Machine (top of the ramp, 1st Floor in the Student Center). You can
add money at the CMC machine, online or at the OneCard Office.

Do I have access to a microwave or fridge on
campus?

There is a microwave in the Food Court area and also a refrigerator
and microwave located in the Living Room of the Student Center

(2nd floor). The refrigerator and microwave are both cleaned and
maintained several times a week.

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Solutions for a Successful Car Pool

Once you have matched and met your new car pool partner(s), these
simple rules will help avoid problems down the road:

Where will the designated piak point be? Some car pools have
door to door service, while others prefer to meet at a convenient
church or grocery store parking lot.

There are car
pools operating every weekday, and some that run just once or twice a
week.

Confirm your prospective travel partner's phone number by calling it.
You might want to check the phone number in the phone book or
online.

Record your travel partner's drivers license or other photo ID info
when you first meet them; ask for three personal references, and call
them; exchange photographs.

Exchange emergency contact numbers and important medical info
before traveling.

Tips on Renting

e Do look at any and all apartments that you maybe interested in
renting. Bring a list of questions to ask when looking at apart-
ments.

e Figure out your living expenses before entering a rental agree-
ment. Good rule of thumb—no more than 30% of your take
home monthly income.

e Askaboutany extra fees—application fee, security deposit, etc...

e Before you sign an agreement make sure you understand the
terms and conditions of renting the space. Do not hesitate to
ask the landlord questions.

e Make sure to keep a signed copy of your lease.

e Write it down! Save all paperwork and any communication you
have with your landlord, including any payments made.

e Do adetailed inspection! Do this when you first move in and
move out. Write down any scratches, marks or damages. Take
pictures of everything. This is to protect you in the long run.
Make sure your landlord gets a copy of everything you recorded.

Parking at WSC

Parking and pedestrian access fees are part of your tuition bill. The cost is
$2.50 per credit with a maximum semester fee of $30. The parking decal is
mailed in August to your permanent address.

Parking is available on campus within “L.C” (lower campus) areas which are
not designated for faculty, staff, reserved, handicapped, fire lanes, etc.
Commuters are not allowed to park in staff parking areas after 5 p.m.

Campus Police do ticket illegally parked cars and cars that do not have a
parking decal. Unpaid tickets go to the Massachusetts Registry of Motor
Vehicles. There is an appeal process for each ticket. Please refer to

One Card Information

The OneCard is your official ID card for WSC. This convenient and
flexible multi-purpose card may be used for debit transactions to pur-
chase food, books, copies, printing and other campus setrvices. This card
does not expire, you should keep it in a secure spot. The OneCard
Office does not issue new cards each year. If lost, damaged or stolen to
replace the card is a $25 fee.

Common Funds: Common Funds is a general debit account accessed
through the OneCard ID. Once funds are deposited in the Common Funds
account cardholders can use their OneCard ID to make purchases at loca-
tions equipped with OneCard readers on campus. This will carry over from
semester to semester.

Dining Dollars: These funds can be used at the various dining locations
on campus during the year. Dining Dollars are intended as an alternative to
house meals and may be used only at campus dining locations. Dining
dollars are non-refundable.
